INFLUENZA INFECTION

Influenza (commonly called “the flu”) is a
contagious respiratory illness caused by
influenza viruses. Infection with influenza
viruses can resultin illness ranging from mild
to severe and life-threatening complications.

Symptoms of flu include fever (usually high),
headache, extreme tiredness, dry cough,
sore throat, runny or stuffy nose, and muscle
aches. Gastro-intestinal symptoms, such as
nausea, vomiting, and diarrhea, are much
more common among children than adults.

The main way that influenza viruses are
spread is from person to person in
respiratory droplets of coughs and sneezes.
(This is called “droplet spread.”) This can
happen when droplets from a cough or
sneeze of an infected person are propelled
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(generally up to 3 feet) through the air and
deposited on the mouth or nose of people
nearby. Though much less frequent, the
viruses also can be spread when a person
touches respiratory droplets on another
person or an object and then touches their
own mouth or nose (or someone else’s
mouth or nose) before washing their hands.

Scientific studies show that adults can shed
virus from 1 day before developing
symptoms to up to 7 days after getting sick.
Young children can shed virus for longer
than 7 days. In general, however, more
viruses are shed earlier in the illness than
later.

Every year hundreds of thousands of people
are hospitalized and tens of thousands die
as a result of influenza infection. Influenza
usually affects 10-20% of the population
during winter annual epidemics. Individuals,
their families, social and work commitments
are all affected, and the burden that the
disease inflicts is considerable. Influenza
imposes a serious drain on healthcare
systems and the economy in general. It is
estimated that up to 7 working days are lost
each time an individual is infected with
influenza, and in 1995, 79 million working
days were lost in the US as a result of the
disease. The economic impact of an
influenza epidemic in the US has been
estimated to have exceeded $20 billion in
1998 alone. Despite the annual burden that
influenza inflicts, the serious nature of the
disease is often underestimated by
physicians.

The main control option for the
management of influenza is annual
vaccination, although recommendations for
its use and uptake vary by country.
Treatments have included readily available
symptomatic relief medications and also a
high and inappropriate use of antibiotics for
this viral disease. However, there are now
new specific antiviral agents, the
neuraminidase inhibitors (NAls), which are
available for the treatment and prevention

of influenza infections in all populations.
These agents are effective against all
clinically relevant strains of influenza viruses
(influenza A and B). Three antiviral drugs
(amantadine, rimantadine, and oseltamivir)
are approved and commercially available
for use in preventing flu. All of these
medications are prescription drugs, and a
doctor should be consulted before the drugs
are used for preventing the flu.

In order for the NAIs to be maximally
effective in treating influenza they must be
started within 48 hours of the onset of
symptoms. They will be more effective the
earlier that they can be administered.

The following steps may help prevent the
spread of respiratory illnesses like flu:

* Avoid close contact with people who are
sick.

* When you are sick, keep your distance
from others to protect them from getting sick
too.

* |f possible, stay home from work, school,
and errands when you are sick. You will help
prevent others from catching your iliness.

e Cover your mouth and nose with a tissue
when coughing or sneezing. It may prevent
those around you from getting sick.

" Germs are often spread when a person
touches something that is contaminated
with germs and then touches his or her
eyes, nose, or mouth.

In summary influenza infection is a disease
that represents a great risk for you and for
the people around you and is very important
that the diagnosis and the appropriate
treatment is start on a timely manner, so
go to your physician early rather than late.
