Sun Exposure

The summer is here and as we have the
pleasure to live in a wonderful sunny Florida
there are some facts that you should
remember while enjoying this season.

Any time the sun’s ultraviolet (UV) rays
reach the earth, you need to protect
yourself from excessive exposure. UV rays
can cause skin damage during any season
or temperature so protection from sun
exposure is important all year round, not
just during the summer or at the beach, but
UV radiation is the greatest during the late
spring and early summer.

Relatively speaking, the hours between 10
a.m. and 4 p.m. during daylight savings time
are the most hazardous for UV exposure. If
possible, avoid outdoor activities during
midday when the sun’s rays are strongest.
Remember: UV rays reach you on cloudy
and hazy days, as well as on bright and
sunny days; UV rays also reflect off water,
cement, sand, and snow.

Although getting some sun exposure can
yield a few positive benefits, excessive and
unprotected exposure to the sun can result
in premature aging and undesirable
changes in skin texture. Such exposure has
been associated with various types of skin
cancer, including melanoma, one of the
most serious and deadly cancers. UV rays
also have been found to be associated with
various eye conditions, such as cataracts.

For eye protection, wear wraparound
sunglasses that provide 100 percent UV ray
protection. They also protect the tender skin
around your eyes from sun exposure.

For skin protection wear a broad-spectrum
(protection against both UVA and UVB rays)
sunscreen and lipscreen with at least SPF
15. Remember to reapply the sun- and
lipscreen as indicated by the manufacturer’s
directions.

Check the expiration date. While
sunscreens without an expiration date have
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a shelf life of no more than three years,
exposure to extreme temperatures can
shorten the life of all sunscreens. Soif you
have a tube that’s been in your beach bag
for the past couple of years, throw it out
and get some new.

Sunscreens come in a variety of forms such
as lotions, gels, and sprays, so there are
plenty of different options. There are also
sunscreens made for specific purposes,
such as the scalp, sensitive skin, and for
use on babies. Regardless of the type of
sunscreen you choose, be sure that you
use one that blocks both UVA and UVB rays
and that it offers at least SPF 15.

Protecting yourself from the sun’s UV rays
doesn’t have to be a major chore; it’s just a
matter of knowing your options and using
them. Wearing a dry t-shirt is a good start,
but it is not enough if you are going to be
outside for more than a few minutes.

If you can’t wear long pants and a long-
sleeved shirt, you can boost your protection
by seeking shade whenever possible and
by always wearing sunscreen. Hats can
help shield your skin from the sun’s UV rays.
Choose a hat that provides shade for all of
your head and neck.

For the most protection, wear a hat with a
brim all the way around that shades your
face, ears, and the back of your neck. If you
choose to wear a baseball cap, you should
also protect your ears and the back of your
neck by wearing clothing that covers those
areas, using sunscreen with at least SPF
15, or by staying in the shade.

Your best bet to protect your skin and lips
is to use sunscreen or wear protective
clothing when you’re outside — even when
you’re in the shade.

Well now you know that to really enjoy your
summer bring your sunscreen, sunglasses,
hat and umbrella!
